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Jake Godbold Fund at Hubbard House to Honor His Legacy of Caring and his 
Sister-in-Law Barbara Ann Campbell
JACKSONVILLE, Fla., Feb. 28, 2020 – Hubbard House, a full-service certified domestic violence center serving Duval and Baker Counties, announces friends and family of Jake Godbold have created a perpetual memorial fund in honor of his longstanding support of Hubbard House. Godbold’s sister-in-law Barbara Ann Campbell lost her life to domestic violence. She was a longtime sufferer. She filed for divorce, went into hiding and was stalked by her abusive husband. He found her and shot and killed her in a Jacksonville driveway. Afterwards, he took his own life. 

Jake and Hubbard House created the Barbara Ann Campbell Memorial Breakfast, held annually during Domestic Violence Awareness Month (October) for the past 25 years, to raise funds and awareness. The event has raised millions of dollars for Hubbard House and has helped save and improve the lives of thousands of victims of domestic violence. 

“Jake was so adamant about his support for our community and for our most vulnerable neighbors, particularly survivors of domestic violence,” said Gail Patin, CEO of Hubbard House. “He used his large presence and personality to raise awareness of the problem and funds for the solution, Hubbard House’s life-saving and live-changing shelter and services. We are forever grateful for his support. While we miss him, we will continue to honor his legacy of caring through our efforts.”

Godbold was mayor from 1979 to 1987. He was called a "mayor of the people," and is often referred to as Jacksonville's greatest mayor. In addition to attracting the Mayo Clinic to Jacksonville, saving and restoring the Florida Theatre, building J. Turner Butler Blvd., the Jacksonville Landing, Southbank Riverwalk, Metropolitan Park, the Dames Point Bridge and JEA's two, billion-dollar coal fired plants along with creating the Jacksonville Jazz Festival, Mayor Godbold began the effort that eventually brought NFL football to Jacksonville. 

Godbold is credited with the redevelopment of Downtown Jacksonville in what has been called the "Billion Dollar Decade" of new construction. A boy from a Northside public housing project, most people in Jacksonville just called him "Jake."
